A Note on SUCCESS

Students have SUCCESS classes that run from 10:12-10:59 each day. Each day has
different options available.

Mondays are mandatory for all students to attend their homeroom teachers’ class for either
Health 9, Learning Strategies, or Grade 12 preparation courses.

Tuesday through Thursday, different options might be available to the students for tutoring or
catch up, or their teachers might ‘lock’ them in for a mandatory class or for extra help. For those
students that are all caught up, open rooms are available (sometimes even the gym!).
